Honolulu      Narita Day 1**Feb 23

Today’s highlight is our visit to the Kanta Elephant Sanctuary, known as The Ultimate Elephant Sanctuary.  
This experience offers a new dimension of seeing, feeling, and interacting with elephants in their open, 
natural habitat.  We will have the opportunity to get to know each of the remarkable elephants and gain a 
special understanding of their daily lives and behaviors.  Experience life with these gentle giants in their 
natural home and learn about their history.  During our visit, we will spend time with these amazing animals 
in a safe area, where we can feed them, cook herbal treats, roam freely, and even bathe the elephants in 
the river.  After a fulfilling day, we will return to Chiang Mai.  Tonight, we can enjoy dinner on our own and 
explore local cuisine.  There will also be opportunities for shopping or a relaxing massage near the hotel.

Today, we will transfer to the airport and take the flight to Kuala Lumpur.  Upon arrival, we will transfer 
to Kuala Lumpur and check in to our hotel.

Day trip to MalaccaDay 10**Mar 4

After breakfast, we will transfer to Malacca, the oldest trading port in Malaysia which had undergone 
Portuguese, Dutch, and British rule.  First, we will visit St. Peter’s Church (1710) – the oldest Christian 
Church still in use in Malaysia.  Drive past the largest 17th-century Chinese Cemetery outside of 
China, located at Bukit China or Chinese Hill.  Stop at the foothill to view the Sultan’s well before driving 
through the Portuguese Settlement.  Proceed to view the gateway, ‘Port De Santiago’ and the Ruins of 
St. Paul’s Church lined with 17th-century Dutch tombstones.  Next, we will stop for our Local Nyonya 
Lunch.  Next on the list is “Red Square” – the salmon-pink Dutch administrative buildings which today 
house the Malacca Museum and government offices.  A Trishaw ride will be arranged, followed by a stroll 
along Malacca’s Jonker Street, which ends by the banks of the Malacca River.  Then, we will return to 
Kuala Lumpur and enjoy our own dinner.

Kuala Lumpur Day 11**Mar 5

After breakfast at the hotel, we will head to the Batu Caves, a massive limestone outcrop that lays across 
the scarred landscape of an old tin mine.  At the base of the outcrop lies a small Hindu shrine displaying vari-
ous Hindu deities.  The Cathedral Cave, the largest and most popular cavern in Batu Caves is breathtaking 
with huge shafts of light streaking down from gaps in the roof of the cave and piercing the natural darkness 
of its interior.  Then, we will return to the city and enjoy our own lunch in Chinatown.  Then, we will take a 
grand city tour of Kuala Lumpur, with a photo stop at the Istana Negara.  Built in 1857 and home to a 
Chinese merchant and his family, this mansion is now the official residence of the King of Malaysia.  See the 
Masjid Jamek, the oldest mosque in the city built on the historical site where Kuala Lumpur derived its 
name.  Dataran Merdeka is the site of the nation's historic Declaration of Independence.  The area 
surrounding the square boasts unique Colonial Era Landmarks such as the Sultan Abdul Samad building 
and St. Mary's Anglican Church.  Visit the Royal Selangor, the biggest, oldest, and most reputed pewter 
maker in the world since 1885.  Pass Embassy Row, is known for its embassies and highly desirable 
residences such as the Sharif Ali Palace.  Arrive at the Kuala Lumpur City Center, topped off by the stainless 
steel and glass complex of the Twin Towers, the world’s tallest buildings at 405 meters.  We will have the 
chance to visit the observation deck, where we can enjoy stunning views of the area. It's a perfect 
opportunity for taking photos and appreciating the scenery.  After the tour, we will return to our hotel to enjoy 
a delicious dinner.
