We will enjoy a Welcome Dinner
tonight before returning to our hotel.

The design
shows that heaven is high and the earth is low and reflects an ancient Chinese saying: 'The heaven
is round and the earth is square’. The Farewell Dinner features China’s famous Peking Ducks.

Today’s highlight is the fabled Great Wall, a UNESCO World Heritage Site, and a massive defensive
structure built to keep intruders out. China has many things to see, but the one great wonder is the
Great Wall. We can see it undulating for miles across the mountains. The scale of this wall must be
seen to be believed—it is an awesome sight! After lunch, we will visit a Jade Workshop, where we
will learn about Chinese jade culture. Then, we will return to our hotel and enjoy some shopping and
our own dinner near the hotel.
